THE 1858 PRIZE FOR CONTEMPORARY SOUTHERN ART
In recent years, the Gibbes has strengthened its focus on living artists through the 1858 Prize for Contemporary 
Southern Art. Established in 2007, the Prize awards $10,000 to a living artist whose work contributes to a new 
understanding of the arts in the South. Presented annually, the prize recognizes an artist whose work demonstrates 
the highest level of achievement in any media. Entering the 13th year, this Prize has awarded over $130,000 to artists 
as well as implemented a new initiative to display one work by the Prize Winner in the Mary Jackson Modern and 
Contemporary Art Gallery within the Gibbes for one year. The Museum has also been fortunate enough to acquire 
artworks by Prize Winners and Finalists through the years in an effort to diversify and expand the contemporary 
permanent collection.
